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Would you believe a 15-year-old girl so skilled with a pistol that she could hit a playing card, thin edge out, by shooting backwards over her shoulder? Most people would find that hard to believe, and Frank Butler was no exception.

Frank Butler, renowned sharpshooter, felt confident, and maybe even a little cocky, as he watched his opponent in an arranged shooting match step from a stagecoach in Cincinnati. How could a pretty teenage girl form the backwoods of Ohio possibly pose a challenge to one of the greatest marksmen in America?

Phoebe Ann Moses did more than just pose a challenge to the haughty Butler. She held steady during the shooting contest and won easily. Was Frank Butler impressed? Very. He later married Annie – as she came to call herself.

Annie Oakley was a natural-born shooter. Starting at the age of 9, she shot a walnut off a tree branch the very first time she fired her father’s old long-barreled rifle. Her skill with the gun proved a blessing for her family, because her father had died of a fever when she was four. Annie helped support her mother, brothers, and sisters by shooting and selling quail and rabbits.

After she married, Annie and her husband, Frank, joined Buffalo Bill Cody’s Wild West Show in 1885. Annie was an immediate sensation and remained so for seventeen years. Her name appeared on billboards throughout America and Europe. She performed for the likes of England’s Queen Victoria and once shot a cigarette from the mouth of Kaiser Wilhelm of Germany. She also thrilled crowds by shooting glass objects thrown into the air as she rode by on a galloping horse. Out of a thousand glass targets, Annie could hit 999 of them.


Annie Oakley was five feet tall and weighed only 98 pounds. When she joined the Wild West Show, she was 25, but she looked all of 16. Sweet-faced and dainty, everybody loved “Little Sure Shot,” as Annie came to be called.
